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Course Description:  In Spanish Three, students will be fine-tuning the Spanish skills they acquired in both Spanish One as well as Spanish Two.  In addition, this course is rich in new vocabulary points and more in-depth opportunities to strengthen reading, writing, speaking, and listening skills. Honors students will be expected to produce and understand at higher levels and will be assessed using different rubrics.
Course Expectations:  As this is an upper-level Spanish class, I will expect students to be active participants in furthering their knowledge of the Spanish language and its culture.  Students will be expected to converse in Spanish with the teacher as well as with other classmates.  All students have ELECTED to be in this class and, thus, will be expected to put their best foot forward.
